GRABBER OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS 
 
 

The “Grabber” money machine is very simple to operate. Before operation, you must install the legs and 
skirts with the hardware provided. Lay the machine on its side on a table to install these parts. Install the 

legs to the corners first and then the skirts to the legs. If a tabletop installation is preferred, insert the 
levelers provided in the leg carton into the receivers mounted at each of the four corners under the base. 
This will ensure proper airflow as it is drawn from under the machine. Now you are ready to place the 

machine at it’s location and set the program. Follow the programming steps below. 
 

ATTENTION: THIS MACHINE IS VERY STATIC SENSITIVE. PLEASE USE A FRESH STATIC 
SHEET WHEN DISPLAYING THE UNIT TO REDUCE STATIC ELECTRICITY. SIMPLY REMOVE 
THE SHEET BEFORE A PARTICIANT USES THE MACHINE. FAILURE TO CONTROL STATIC 
ELECTRICITY WILL CAUSE THIS MACHINE TO MALFUNCTION AND POSSIBLY DESTROY 

THE MAIN CONTROL BOARD. 
 

1. Plug machine into power source and turn main power on inside the control door. The main power switch 
is labeled “power”.  
 
2. NOTE: SEE PROGRAM OPTION DEFINITIONS BELOW. To program this machine you need to 
push the remote program button located next to the small display inside the control door or the program 
button on the main control board. Each time you press the program button, you will cycle through the 
program options. Notice the top two digits on the small display. They tell you what program option you are 
on and the bottom four digits display what the setting is. To change the setting of any particular option, 
press the start button located near the power switch. Each press of the start button will increment the 
setting by 1 second. When all desired settings are correct, exit the program mode by passing the last option 
(#3).  
 
3.The machine will now be ready for operation. Drop up to 100 wrinkled bills into the machine and shut 
the door. This machine has an automatic mode feature that will allow it to display itself by cycling on and 
off automatically. When contestants are used with the machine, make sure you are using manual mode. 
This feature is controlled by the switch labeled “auto” near the main power switch. 
 

DEFINITION OF PROGRAM OPTIONS 
 
#01    This controls how many seconds the blower will run in manual mode.  
 
#02    This controls how many seconds the blower will run in automatic mode. 
 
#03    This controls how long the blower will pause in automatic mode.

GRABBER TROUBLESHOOTING 

 
 
 
 SYMPTOM     POSSIBLE SOLUTION 
 
 
1. No Power     A. Main cord unplugged. 
      B. Main power switch off. 
      C. Blown fuse on output board. 
 
2. Not blowing properly    A. Air intake restricted at bottom of base. 
      B. Vent on lid obstructed. 
      C. Money  will not circulate properly unless 
           it is wrinkled. 
      D. More than 100 bills are being used. 
 
3. Erratic operation    A. Possible static problem. Make sure to use a fresh 
           static sheet frequently.

CLEANING YOUR GRABBER 
 

This machine is constructed of polycarbonate sheeting. A mild detergent or glass cleaner will be 
sufficient for cleaning. It is most important to use a soft cloth or towel as to help prevent 

scratching the plastic. Replacement sheets are available from our factory. 

 
INSTALLING OPTIONAL  

MESSAGE BOARD  
 

Installing the optional scrolling message board to your Grabber is fairly simple. Your machine 
has been predrilled at the front corners of the lid. The special mounting brackets supplied with 
this unit mount to the lid at these locations. After mounting the brackets, remove the screws at 
each end of the sign and mount the sign to the brackets. Now plug the pre-wired cable into the 
correct connector on the sign and your ready to go. To program messages into the sign, use the 

remote control and follow the programming booklet supplied with the unit.
